THE POWER OF THE GOSPEL

In these dark winter nights many of us set a fire either in an open hearth or an
enclosed stove. We use a combination of sticks for kindling, along with coal or
logs which we place in the grate or inside the stove. But the fuel - be it coal or
wood - and the furnace - be it a fireplace or stove - do not produce heat until
something else happens in that there must be ignition and there must be a
flame before any heat is generated,

It's the same with the gospel and the church. The great truths of the gospel -
that Christ died for our sins and that he was raised again on the third day - are
the fuel. The church - made up as it is of people like us - is the furnace.

But the fuel of the gospel in the furnace of the church cannot by themselves
produce any heat in the renewed minds and changed hearts until there is a
flame. The Holy Spirit is that flame which is why Paul says in 1 Thessalonians
1:5 that ‘our gospel came to you not only in word but also in power and in the
Holy Spirit and with full conviction.’
